6. Upkeep of the Hostel:

Placing of luggage or unwanted items outside the room or anywhere in
hostel except allotted area is not allowed.

Hostel furniture must not be moved without permission.

Students will be charged for all damages.

Pasting of posters, writings, wall chalking of any kind is not allowed.

6.8 Students shall use water judiciously and preserve it. Leakage etc in
bathrooms should be reported.
7. Visitors:

Dayscholars or relatives are prohibited in the hostel without
permission.

Taking leave prior or after holidays should be strictly avoided,
otherwise fine will be levied Rs. 500/- day). Exemption is only for
medical leave.

Outing will be permitted only once in a week for one/two hours only,
on Friday/Saturday/Sunday to go to temple/church/shop at Munchirai
or Pudukkdai.

9. Security:

10.4 Students are not permitted to have any type of motor vehicles.

10.7 1) Medical aid will be provided by warden so report immediately and
girls should not convey the matter to boys.

i1) If anybody stay at hostel without attending classes because of their
sickness, they should get prior permission from warden and submit
leave letter with warden’s signature.

iii) If anybody needs outside consultation, warden will arrange the
conveyance and choose the hospital as per the need. Hospital as per
the need, Boys should not accompany with girl students.

10.8 Surprise check of hostel rooms may be carried out by administration.

11. Phone/Cell Phone:

10.1 Hostellers are permitted to have mobile, but it must be switched off and
handed over to warden.

10.2 They are permitted to use their phone daily evening 4:30 to 6:30 PM.

10.3 If anybody has their own mobile other than the permitted time, it will
be seized and fine Rs. 2000/- will be levied and if repeating they will be
evicted from hostel.

10.4 Parents can talk to their wards over landline phone or common mobile
for urgency.

10.5 Parents are advised to talk to their wards limited period.

11._Authority:

12.1 Admission in the hostel cannot be claimed as a matter of right.
12.2  The principal of the college reserves the right of expelling any hosteller
at any point of time without any notice.
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12.3  Administration of hostel is looked after by the warden.
12.4 Principal reserves the rights to revise the rules and regulations, terms
and conditions from time to time.

12. Ragging:

Ragging in any form is banned inside and outside the campus. It is a
criminal offence. Strict action will be taken against the defaulters. (Refer the
UGC guidelines regarding ragging at (www.antiragging.in)

13. Internees:

1. Regarding admission of Internees at hostel, Nobody can claim it as a
matter of right.

2. There is no exemption in the rules and regulation to Internees. If they are
not willing to obey the rules and regulation they can stay outside.

15. Complaints:

15.1 Complaints if any shall be made in writing to the warden or principal.

15.2 Students are not allowed to make any complaints as a group.
Individual complaints will be considered.

15.3 Arguing with warden or principal regarding hostel facilities or
complaints should be strictly avoided otherwise evicted from hostel
and disciplinary action will be taken at college.
